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                    Yes, this Rav4EV is
 PURE ELECTRIC

  (Runs on batteries - charged by solar panels)
· No oil (no oil changes).
· No gasoline (no trips to the gas station).

· No engine (no tune-ups).
· No exhaust (no pollution, no smog checks).

· No transmission (0-80 mph in one gear).
· No noise (unless you have the radio on).
· 80 mph top speed (governed).
· 120 mile range per charge (current battery chemistries allow 300+ miles).
· Equivalent to 120 mpg of gasoline (relative to energy, NOT pollution!)
· Approximately $2 for a full charge (if paying for grid power – see next item).
· The energy to charge our EV is produced by the solar panels on our garage roof.
· Charging requires just three seconds of our time (easier than unlocking the car).
· Charging takes place while we sleep.  An empty-to-full charge can take 5 hours.

· Batteries should last over 200,000 miles; motor should last a million miles.

Our car is typically charged in our garage at night, while we sleep. We are not forced to drive out of our way to stand on greasy asphalt and breathe benzene to “go get gas.” There are over 1,200 (free) public chargers in CA where we can top-up while we shop or visit distant friends. When slowing, EVs add charge to the batteries, extending range and reducing brake wear. The range of our car is three times that of the average American commute distance.
The simple electric motor costs much less to build, maintain and operate than an internal combustion engine, and can be built to power a 4WD SUV or a sports car. One street-legal battery powered sports car (the T-Zero) goes 0-60 in 3.6 seconds, and has a 300-mile range!

Our car does not require the oil that we spend $billions each year importing and protecting. Neither does our car contribute to the lung diseases that our taxes subsidize for more $billions every year. No war has ever been fought to secure our access to solar energy.
Car and oil companies find it difficult to profit from something so efficient, so long lasting, and so different. Car makers prefer the high profits they earn from the sales of inefficient, polluting vehicles using yesterday’s technology (internal combustion) over the benefits we would all gain from using innovative new technologies such as electric vehicles. Auto and oil companies fought and succeeded in gutting the CA Zero Emission Vehicle (ZEV) mandate that originally required more electric vehicles. Perfectly-functioning EVs have been taken off the road and crushed, and there are no more “production” EVs being built or sold.
Our electric car can do almost everything a gas car can do, and in most cases can do it better, cheaper, safer and friendlier. Last year our family clocked 12,000 clean EV miles, and only 3,000 gasoline miles. The EV is certainly the vehicle of choice.
